  Head Men’s Basketball Coach

NCAA Division II’s 3rd
all-time winningest coach

• Gordon Gibbons arrived in Atlanta and immediately
turned Clayton State into a National Power.

•  One of the winningest active men’s basketball coach
in NCAA Division II, he won his 300th game in 2004,
becoming the fastest Division II coach to reach the
plateau.

  • In 2008, led the Lakers to a Peach Belt Conference
Tournament Championship & the NCAA “Sweet 16”

 In seven years at Clayton State -compiled a 140-70
record, 20-10 average / season, .676 winning percentage.
Winningest head coach ever at Clayton State.

•  In Peach Belt Conference play- 80-46,  11-6 season
average.  Finished in the top half of the 12-team conference
each season.

•  Has posted 20 win seasons in three of the last five years.
•  Led Clayton State to its best season ever at the

NCAA Division II level in 2006-07, finishing 24-8overall,
advancing to the Peach Belt Conference Tournament
Championship game and clinching the program’s first ever
NCAA Division II National Tournament bid.

•  The 2006-07 Laker squad was ranked in the Division
II Top 25 all season, including eight weeks as the No. 2
ranked team in the nation.

•  School record 17 game winning streak to start the 2006-07
season.

•  Top Defensive team in Peach Belt 7 consecutive years.
•  Led Clayton State to its only Peach Belt Conference

regular season championship in his first season (2001-02)
with a 19-9 overall record and a 15-4 mark in the PBC.

•  In ten years at Florida Southern- compiled a 246-65
overall record; 25-7 average per season; .791 winning
percentage.  Winningest head coach ever at Florida Southern.

•  More wins than any NCAA four year program in the
state of Florida in the 1990’s decade.

•  8 NCAA Tournament bids; 2 Elite Eight/ 1 Final
Four/1 Sweet 16.

•  In 2006-07selected as the  State of Georgia Men’s
College Coach of the Year by the Atlanta Tip -Off Club.

•  Ranked in Top 25- 9 times in 17 years
•  Conference Tournament Champs 10 times in 17 years
